International Women’s Day 2024 saw 
Durham Women engage with hundreds of 
youngsters across the North East.

First team players from the club visited 
events throughout County Durham and 
Teesside to inspire the next generation 
on an important day of the year.

As well as answering questions, posing 
for photographs and passing on advice 
and insight into life as a professional 
footballer, players also dished out 
tickets for today’s Barclays Women’s 
Championship fixture against Charlton 
Athletic.

Here’s exactly what the players were up 
to:

In association with club partners Vision 
for Education, we visited six schools 
across the North East to deliver
inspirational assemblies to their 
students:
