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INTRODUCING

PORTSMOUTH

In 1968, John Phelps, the head of PR at the men’s club,
had recruited a team of hostesses. Given the growing
interest in women'’s football, the hostesses decided
they wanted to start a team. The men’s club were ac-
tive in helping organise fixtures in the late 1960s, with
games being advertised in the programme.

The team that we have today was formed in 1987
as Portsmouth FC Ladies. From the outset, Pompey
Ladies retained a strong connection with the men'’s
club. Fratton Park hosted its first women’s game in
1982.

Pompey Ladies started playing in the 1988/89 season
in the Southern Regional League. The club achieved
its first promotion in 1998 when the team moved up
to the South West Combination. Dave Coyle was

the manager, and in 1999 he guided the team to
beat Reading and win the South West Combination
League Cup.

In 2014 the team enjoyed its best-ever Women'’s FA
Cup run, reaching the quarter-finals before losing to
Notts County.

There has only been one Pompey player who has
appeared in a full international game whilst with
Pompey, Ini Umotong played for Nigeria against
Mali in March 2015. In addition, Alex lusan appeared
for Pompey in the 2016/17 season having previously
made more than 70 full international appearances
for Romania. Raynbird stepped down in 2013 to be
replaced by Katie Poor, then Perry Northeast, and he
quickly brought the team more success. In the
summer of 2015 Pompey president Mick Williams
took over the running of the club.

The previous spring, Northeast's side had won the

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Premier League Southern, but agonisingly missed
promotion, when the team lost 1-0 in a play-off against
northern section winners Sheffield. Since November
2017 Jay Sadler has been in charge. In March 2018,
Gemma Hillier became the first female player to be
inducted into the Pompey Hall of Fame, based on her
record number of games and goals. She made 292
appearances for Pompey across 15 seasons, scoring
92 goals.

The Hampshire Cup has been won 17 times in 19
seasons from 2004 by Pompey. One of the most
notable games in this impressive series was the final
of the 2019/20 season, which was finally played in
May 2021 at Westleigh Park. After a 1-1 draw, Hannah
Haughton saved two penalties as Pompey won the
shoot-out 3-2.

On 5 June 2023, Portsmouth FC announced that their
Women's team would be turning semi-professional.
[2] Portsmouth Women had made steady progress in
recent seasons under the stewardship of Jay Sadler,
culminating in finishing only 7 points from clinching
the Southern Premier Title in 2022/23.

The announcement would see the Women’s team
moving under the same owners as the men’s team,
The Tornante Group. Jane Eisner became the side’s
new chair, while outgoing chair Eric Coleborn will
remain as a director.

On 14 April 2024 Portsmouth Women secured
promotion to the Women'’s Championship by winning
the Southern Premier Division title. In June 2024,
Portsmouth Women announced a transition to full
time professional status following promotion to the
Women'’s Championship.
